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COURSE INTRODUCTION

The course focuses on key texts, figures, ideas, institutions and relations in the history of Chinese Christian culture,
faith, and theology from the early encounter of Imperial China with emissaries of the Syriac Church in 635 to
contemporary Christian communities across Greater China, exploring Chinese expressions of the Christian faith.

COURSE OBJECTIVES AND FORMAT

The course will
1. introduce students to some prominent, as well as lesser known, manifestations of Chinese Christianity(/-ies)
2. examine the development of Chinese Christian ideas against the backdrop of historical and cultural settings
3. discuss the implementation and influence of Chinese Christian motifs and ideas in different societal spheres

REQUIREMENTS:

Students are expected to keep up with weekly readings posted to Blackboard (online learning platform), participate
in class discussions, and submit written assignments on time. Students are also asked to present the proposal for
their term paper during a 10-15-minute consultation toward the end of the term.

Assignments may be submitted in English or Chinese.
