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Master of Theology

Purpose and Goals

The MTheol programme aims to provide students with advanced competency in a specific area of theological
discipline. The programme is a preparatory degree for further graduate study at the doctoral level, or for
academic research and teaching that focuses on one area of discipline, or for students to develop advanced
practical-theological competence in a specific area of ministry. The goal of the programme is to provide the
students with expertise for academic research, the ability to integrate what has been studied and the skills to
relate their studies to their contexts.

Learning Outcomes
e Advanced knowledge and mastery of a specific area of theological discipline

e  Advanced practical-theological competence in a specific area of ministry

Curriculum (Applicable to students admitted in 2017-18 and thereafter)
e Students are required to declare an area of concentration upon admission:

(1)  Biblical Studies (New Testament/ Hebrew Bible)

(2)  Systematic Theology/ Constructive Theology

(3)  History of Christianity

(4)  Christianity in China

(5)  Mission Studies/ Missiology

(6)  Practical Theology/ Pastoral Studies

(7)  Christianity and Society

Remarks: Starting from the 2023-24 intake, all MTheol students are required to declare their area of
concentration after admission. Full-time students should declare their concentration by the second
semester of their first year, while part-time students should do so by the first semester of their second

year.

e  Coursework Requirements (24-36 units)
Students are required to take 24-36 units of postgraduate-level taught courses, out of which at least 12 units
of courses must be taken from the declared area of concentration. The number of units of the coursework

required depends on the academic qualifications the student attained prior to admission to the University.

e  Comprehensive Examination (12 units)

Comprehensive Examination is set after the completion of the coursework. The examination helps evaluate
the candidates’ general proficiency to integrate all the disciplines taken in their chosen field, and their ability
to engage in theological reflection against the historical and cultural background of Asia.

The examination is consisted of two papers. Paper I covers the general contents of the students’ area of
concentration; while Paper II covers the specific contents of the students’ area of concentration related to
the student’s research. Students are required to register for the courses THEO5940 Theological Studies:
Seminar I and THEO5949 Theological Studies: Seminar IT for the comprehensive examination.

Students who admitted in 2019-20 or before:
Each paper lasts for three hours and is worth six units.

Students who admitted in 2020-21 or after:
Each paper lasts for three hours and is worth three units. Before attend the comprehensive exam, students
are required to complete the assessment(s) advised by supervisor for 6 credits.
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e  Research Paper (6 units)
Students are required to complete an extended research paper in the area of concentration under individual
supervision of an assigned supervisor with no less than 15,000 words in English or 22,000 characters in

Chinese.
Students are required to register for the courses THEO5001 Theological Research and THEO5501

Independent Research for the research paper.

2. A few courses have two course codes, e.g. THEO1212/5312 Introduction to the New Testament. Under this
circumstance, MTheol students should register for the course code THEO1000-4999 instead of
THEOS5000 or above (e.g. to take THEO1212 instead of THEO5312).

3. Students should follow postgraduate assessment standards for all THEO courses taken regardless of
the course codes registered.

4. MTheol students (Taught mode) need to manage their own expenses of the course enrolment outside

DSCCC course. Endorsement by their supervisor and Programme Director are also needed.
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
